SUBSCRIPTION DETAILS

YOUTH BRASS CO-ORDINATORS
STEPHEN FAGG (Youth Brass co-ordinator and Musical Director)

I am 30 years old and began playing the trumpet at the age of ten, encouraged by my father, himself a cornet player. I soon followed my father and grandfather by becoming a member of the Hythe Town Military Band, playing in the junior band before moving on to become the youngest ever member of the senior band where I soon progressed to 1st Bb cornet. While playing with the Hythe Town Military Band I became a founder member of the Cinque Ports Brass Ensemble and with the ensemble toured Germany.

While still at school, I studied with the Kent Music School and became principal trumpet of the Shepway Youth Orchestra and South Kent Youth Orchestra. I also formed my own brass ensemble at school and soon led and directed the Harvey Grammar School Brass Ensemble to first Prize at a local music festival.

I continued playing trumpet for orchestras but my main interest and principal instrument was the cornet and this resulted in my introduction to brass bands.

My first experiences in the world of brass banding came when, as a cornet player, I became principal cornet of the Kent Music School Brass Band. Soon I also moved on from the Hythe Town Military Band (a wind band) to the Folkestone Silver Band, a brass band under the musical direction of Mr Joseph Smith. Joe, himself a cornet player who had played with and under such great bandsmen as Fred Mortimer, Harry Mortimer and Albert Coupe, became my cornet teacher and the biggest influence on my musical career as he helped me to my ABRSM grade 8 on Bb Cornet and also helped me win a number of solo competitions and music festivals. My greatest instrumental achievement was coming 5th in the ‘Alexander Owen Memorial Scholarship’ (a national competition for young brass band players) in 1991, a competition Joe himself had won in 1932.

With Joe’s help I soon moved on to become principal cornet of the City of Canterbury Band and continued the development of my conducting career by becoming deputy conductor of the band.

In 1991, on the completion of my A-levels, I left my hometown of Folkestone, Kent to move to Birmingham to study music at the Birmingham Conservatoire. At the Conservatoire I studied the cornet under international cornet virtuoso Phillip McCann before continuing my studies with Dennis Masters LTCL, a popular and successful teacher / conductor / adjudicator in brass banding in the Midlands. Dennis soon introduced me to the Langley Band, a first section brass band based in the Black Country. In 5 years with the Langley Band I progressed through the cornet section to become principal cornet, an assistant conductor of the band and also musical director of the Langley Youth Brass Band.

In 1996 I resigned as musical director of the Langley Youth Brass Band to become the youngest ever musical director of the Coleshill Town Band. For a short time I also held the position of Director of Music of the West Midlands Police Band and Corps of Drums (the first ‘non-serving’ musical director of the band) but left the post to concentrate on the development of the Coleshill Town Band.

By this time in my playing career, I had left the Langley Brass Band to take up the principal cornet chair at the Amington Brass Band. However, due to increasing demands on me as a conductor, I temporarily ‘retired’ from full time playing in bands, although I did return to regular playing for six months in 2002 to help out the City of Birmingham Brass Band on solo cornet. I still occasionally play as I often get asked to help many brass bands in and around the midlands.

In my professional career I graduated from the Birmingham Conservatoire with a BMus in 1995 and completed a PGCE from the University of Central England in 1999. I am a teacher at Oak Wood Special School in Nuneaton having previously worked at Blythe Special School where I taught some of the school’s pupils to play brass instruments, formed a school choir, directed school productions and established a relationship between the school and the Coleshill Town Band.

I have now been musical director of the Coleshill Town Band for 10 years and am proud to have played a part in the musical and professional development of one of the most successful brass bands in the midlands.

The Coleshill Town Band values its relationship with the Town Council and its standing within the community and it is because the band and I feel the Coleshill Town Band is so valued and respected by the people of Coleshill that we are so keen to offer more to the community hence the development of Coleshill Youth Brass for people to learn and share in the making of music.

YOUTH BRASS CO-ORDINATORS

SALLY WOOD (Youth Brass co-ordinator)

I was born near Peterborough and began playing the Horn at the age of 10, soon becoming a member of the Yarwell and Nassington village Brass Band.  With a change of instrument, I progressed to play Solo Euphonium.  At the age of 12, I played for Northamptonshire County Youth Band, and later, Cambridgeshire.  As well as playing in my secondary school Brass ensemble, I also conducted this as part of my GCSE and A-level Music courses.  I toured, as a member of these groups, visiting France, Czech Republic and Finland.

Whilst at Worcester University doing Teacher Training, I joined Malvern Hills District Brass Band for three years, playing Horn, Trombone and Euphonium, as required, for concerts and contests.

In September 2002, I began my teaching career at Coleshill Church of England Primary School, and became a member of Coleshill Town Band, playing Euphonium, in November 2002.

YOUTH BRASS CO-ORDINATORS

JUDITH HURLESTON (Youth Brass co-ordinator)

I was born locally in Coventry, and have lived around the area all my life.

I first started to play a brass instrument when I was 7 with Bedworth Silver Band, as it was then known. I did not continue with the band when my family moved to Nuneaton and started to learn to play recorder at school. I taught myself to read music and decided to go along with my father to Nuneaton Borough Silver Band, where I started to play Soprano Cornet. During my time at Nuneaton, as well as playing Soprano Cornet, I also played Tenor Horn but finally settled on Bb Cornet.

After moving on from Nuneaton Band I joined Daw Mill Colliery Band where I continued to play cornet. During my time at Daw Mill I became the junior committee representative, and became public relations officer.

Upon marrying a cornet player I moved back to Bedworth Band, however their band was having difficulties at the time so I joined Bulkington Silver Band. The highlight of my time with Bulkington was playing at the National Brass Band Championship Finals held in London.

However, when Bedworth Band reformed and I decided to rejoin my friends there and soon found myself again at the National Finals this time with Bedworth.

I then took a short break from playing whilst studying for my nursing exams. I am a registered general nurse working as a diabetes specialist nurse for a medical company whose base is in Watford. I have two children who have enjoyed attending various events held by Coleshill Town Band. My youngest child, Stephanie has started to play Bb Cornet also and plays in Coleshill Youth Brass and also the senior band – Coleshill Town Band.

I enjoy the social side of brass bands very much and, even though I become nervous at times when performing, I thoroughly enjoy taking part in both concerts and contests.

MEMBERS GUIDELINES

These membership guidelines have been produced to enhance the future development of both Coleshill Town Band and Coleshill Youth Brass, to promote and improve both bands professional image and encourage members to be fully active in both bands activities.

EQUIPMENT (Extract from Coleshill Town Band Constitution)
Band property, including instruments, uniform and music may be issued to individual members by the Coleshill Town Band committee for purposes connected with the Band. Any person wishing to use such property for personal use or for use with other bands, must seek advice and permission of the committee. This is done for Youth Brass members through a Youth Brass co-ordinator.
Individuals issued with Band property are required to maintain it in the condition that it was issued. If an instrument requires professional repair or maintenance this should be brought to the attention of the Committee at the earliest opportunity. The Committee will then decide whether or not to approve the necessary work. This is done for Youth Brass members through a Youth Brass co-ordinator.
Any individual leaving the Band, for any reason whatsoever, is required to immediately return any Band property previously issued to them to a member of the Committee (or a Youth Brass co-ordinator). Any property not so returned within 3 months of an individual leaving the Band is to be regarded by the Committee as stolen and appropriate legal action taken.

UNIFORM (Extract from Coleshill Town Band Constitution)
Dress as listed below (and else where in this pack) shall be worn at all band engagements unless on specific engagements or occasions as indicated by the Committee or Musical Director (or Youth Brass co-ordinator).

MUSIC

All music and music folders issued shall remain the property of the Band and should be made available at all times. If at any time you cannot make a practice or arranged engagement could you please endeavour to make all music and relevant folder available to ensure that it may be utilised accordingly.

BEHAVIOUR

Youth Brass members are expected to listen to the conductor / other adults during rehearsals to ensure they are taking advantage of the advice and so that time is not wasted. Talking during rehearsal time is deemed unnecessary. They should also be polite, friendly and helpful to all Band members; this includes putting folders/stands away after rehearsals and concerts. If this is considered an issue, the member (or their parent) will have a short meeting to discuss it as necessary.

When attending a Coleshill Town Band / Coleshill Youth Brass engagement we please ask all members to conduct themselves in a manner befitting the occasion, and to please remember that you are at all times representing the Band and the Town of Coleshill.

ATTENDANCE

Rehearsals require regular attendance by Band members to ensure that sufficient musical progress is maintained. If attendance is an issue, (e.g. ½ or less attendance) a letter will be sent out stating the bands concern, mentioning that they are missing out on advice, new music, progression and socialising. If is continues to be a problem, the Youth Brass member (with their parent) will have a meeting about the situation to assess whether it’s worth their continuation in the band. Arriving late is also considered an issue; it causes disruption to rehearsals and often means the Youth Brass member has not warmed up sufficiently.
If you are unable to attend a rehearsal please endeavour to inform or contact one of the Youth Brass co-ordinators.

PROGRESS-EXPECTATIONS

Youth Brass members need to practice on a regular basis (four times a week minimum). Any piece/ skills set during a rehearsal need to be worked on.

· After one term in Coleshill Youth Brass, the member needs to be able to play the notes C to G, pitching accurately and knowing the fingering.

· By the end of term two, the member needs to be able to play the notes C to C, knowing the fingering and recognising most of the notes on the stave. They need to know that a crotchet is worth one beat and a minim is worth two beats.

· By the end of term three, the member needs to be able to play notes C to C when asked at random and recognise all of these on the stave. They need to be able to read a rhythm involving quavers, crotchets or minims.

It is the member’s responsibility to seek advice or have tuition to ensure this standard is reached. If the progress of a member is seen to be an issue, the Youth Brass member (or their parent) will have a letter sent, asking for a meeting to discuss the appropriate action to be taken.

At the end of each academic year, progress tests will take place. The tests are not only a chance for Youth Brass co-ordinators to assess the progress made by Youth Brass members but are also an opportunity for members to demonstrate all that they have learnt. Youth Brass co-ordinators will hope to see progress being made by all members of the band but more importantly, will expect to see effort being put in. This is very important as lack of effort will not only hinder the progress of the member but also the progress of the band. Members who are using a band instrument and do not show the effort required may be asked by Youth Brass co-ordinators to consider their position in the band, especially if there is a waiting list for band instruments.

ENGAGEMENTS

An engagement attendance list will be published at least 1 month prior to all engagements, and Band members will be asked to confirm their attendance at the engagements and this will enable the Band to make suitable arrangements.

If you have indicated your attendance at an engagement, could we please ask that you do make every effort to attend. If, however, circumstances arise that prevent you from doing so can you please endeavour to inform a Youth Brass co-ordinator as soon as practicable.

WAITING LIST & INSTRUMENT AVAILABILITY

· Three new players aged 7 or above, can join each term (subject to instrument availability). Prospective members will be kept on a waiting list in the Youth Brass folder.

· A list of used/ available instruments will be kept in the Youth Brass folder with member’s details.

· Players who are already having lessons and have their own instrument may join at any time.

· During the first half of the rehearsal, beginners will be given small group tuition to assist their learning.

· During the second half of the rehearsal, an adult will sit in each section to support and advice all Youth Brass members.

INSTRUMENT CARE

These instrument care guidelines have been produced to enable band members to keep their brass instrument in good playing order. Please refer to ‘MEMBERS GUIDELINES’ to understand conditions of issue of instruments to band members.

1. Flush out the instrument at least once every 4 – 6 months with a mild soapy solution using lukewarm water. Then rinse with cold water and dry thoroughly. Don’t use hot water – it may damage the lacquer.

2. A flexible cleaning brush should be used to clean out slides and tubing, but make sure this is in good condition to avoid breakage inside the instrument.

3. Use a valve case cleaning brush to clean out the valve casings (do not use a standard flexible brush).

4. Use a lint-free cloth as a swab. This may also be used to wipe the valves, which should be very carefully removed, and care taken to replace them in correct sequence.

5. Use a quality tuning slide grease when lubricating slides and a minimum amount of valve oil on the valves. Use of inferior lubricants can affect the performance of the instrument.

6. Make sure that mouthpieces are cleaned thoroughly with warm water and a mouthpiece brush. Deposits in a mouthpiece can be detrimental in the response of the instrument.

7. Care should be taken when polishing lacquered and silver plated instruments. Harsh abrasives must be avoided at all times and only recommended cleaning cloths used.

8. Try to keep the instrument in an atmosphere of even temperature and humidity; do not leave it in sunlight or near a radiator, even in the case.

BRASS BANDS

A standard British Brass Band consists of 25 brass players and up to 3 percussionists. The make up the standard brass band is as follows – 

1 Eb Soprano Cornet

9 Bb Cornets

1 Bb Flugel Horn

3 Eb Tenor Horns
